BIKINI RED ALERT 

3 The Area Control Officer and Building Emergency Officer will be informed when 

a BIKINI RED alert has been notified. All firings, X-ray and associated work 

together with any' other potentially dangerous work shall be suspended. As soon 

as you are informed you must lock up all security classified documents not in 

immediate use in their respective containers. You shall ascertain whether any 

suspicious or unusual object is in your office or its immediate vicinity - if such 

is found report it immediately to the MOD Police, Tel Exts 222,213,505,312,201. 

DO NOT ATTEMPT TO EXAMINE IT . Evacuate the room and tell your neighbours to do 

the same. Inform your Building Emergency Officer as soon as possible. 

Vehicles should not be moved without prior permission from Police. 

If however all is clear, carry on with your normal work and await further 

instructions. Be prepared to evacuate your building at short notice and ass.amble 

at J. • , . ' " 

BOMB ALERT 

4 On receipt of a BOMB ALERT, the building fire alarm will be sounded by the 

Building Emergency Officer who will ensure that you evacuate your building taking 

your coats etc and personal hand baggage with you, assemble at 

and remain there until you receive further instructions. 

5 On no account should you approach or use any vehicle for any purpose 

during this state of alert until the all clear has been given by the Police. 

6 If an immediate check of your vicinity does not reveal the bomb, a systematic 

search for it will be carried out by the MOD Police and the Metropolitan Police. 

No other person shall attempt to do this. 

7 On the all clear being given by the Police for any particular building the 

ACO will authorise your return to that building where you must remain and resume 

your work. 
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
