OBITUARY.
MAJOR NEIL FRASER GORDON, R.F.A.

Born sth September, 1860 ; obtained his commission from Woolwich,
February, 1889; served in 19th and sgth Batteries, R.F. A, going from
the latter to the Indian Ordnance Department. Promoted Captain
15th April, 189g; Major 1st Septeémber, 1904, vide London Gasette,
2nd December, 1904. Proceeded with Field Park and other reinforce-
ments from India to Natal, October, 1800, and m the Siege of Lady-
smith did signal service in charge of a 6:3” RM.L. howitzer. The
privations of the siege brought on an acute attack of dysentery, which
necessitated his being sent home on the relief of Ladysmith. He
helped to raise 32nd Field Artillery Brigade and was its Adjutant for
three years. Was appointed acting Staff Officer to Colonel-on-the-
Staff, R A, 7th Division, October, 1903. His Essay in the ‘ Duncan’
Gold Medal Competition of 1902 was commended, and he was award-
ed the ' Duncan’ Silver Medal of the R.A. Institution, 1604. In Feb-
ruary of this year—the terrible disease to which he eventually suc-
cumbed—compelled him to become an invalid, and after many months
of intense pain, which he bore with great fortitude, he passed away at
Bexhill on the night of 31st October, 19o4.

A well known senior officer of the Regiment has written as follows :

“ Major Neil Gordon is a great loss to the Regiment ; he was a very

able keen regimental officer and a first rate gunner.

“ To show his great ability and keenness the essay for which he was

awarded the Silver Medal was written at the commencement of his

fatal illness when in bed and suffering attacks of great pain.

“ He was most popular amongst his brother officers, and the N.C.O’s

and men of the Brigade, of which he was the Adjutant, were devoted

to him. He is deeply regretted by all those who knew him.”

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In August, 1848, he embarked for Halifax,
but returned in August, 1849, and in
January following was appointed by Lord
Anglesea to the newly created office of
Director of Artillery Studies which he held
to July, 1852. He was selected in Oct., 1854,
to superintend the execution of contracts
for arms in Belgium and Germany, and while
still holding that appointment was appointed
by Lord Panmure, Member of a Commission,
igsued by him in January, 1856, to consider
the best mode of re-organizing the system
for training officers for the scientific corps.

He was again appointed Director of
Artillery Studies in 1858. Hewasappointed a
Member of the Ordnance Select Committee
in 1859.

The Duke of Newecastle, Secretary of State
for the Colonies, selected him to proceed to
the Fiji Islands, to enquire into the value
of the group from a strategetical as well as
a commercial point of view.

He visited all the larger islands and found

that the representations made to H.M.
Government as to the value of the islands,
were in many substantial particulars in-
correct. He reported accordingly that he
was of opinion ‘““that it would not be
“expedient that Her Majesty’s Government
“should accept the offer which has been
“made to cede to Her Majesty the
“Sovereignty over the Fiji Islands,” and
he had the satisfaction of seeing his report
approved.
Here he made magnetical and meteorological
observations from 1st January to 30th April,
1860, including very careful determination
of magnetic declination, inclination and
force. He was elected a Fellow of the Royal
Society in 1864, and was for some years a
Member of the Meteorological Committee.
He was a member of the Royal Irish
Academy, and of other Societies.

GENERAL JAMES FARRELL PENNY-
CUICK, C.B, R.A., entered the service in
May, 1847. He served in the Crimean
Campaign in B Field Battery, 8th Company,
3rd Battalion, from November, 1854, includ-
ing the battle of Inkerman, seige and fall
of Sebastopol (Despatches, London Gazette,
2nd Deec., 1854), receiving the Brevet of
Major, the medal with two clasps, Sardinian
and Turkish medals, and the Order of the
oth Class of the Medjidie. He also served
in the Indian Campaign of 1857-58, in 6th
Company (Captain Middleton’s), 13th Bat-

talion including the relief of Lucknow, by
Lord Clyde, battle of Cawnpore on 6th Dec.,
actions of Seria Ghat, Chanda, and Sultan-
pore, siege and capture of Lucknow, and
action of Barree (Despatches, London
Gazette, 25th May and 17th July, 1858),
receiving the medal with two clasps. He
also took part with the Expedition to China
in 1860, Commanding 8/14, and was present
at Tangku, capture of Taku Forts, and
surrender of Pekin (mentioned in Des-
patches), receiving the medal with two
clasps, the Brevet of Lieut.-Colonel and the
C.B. He died at Bedford, on the 6th July,
1838, in his 59th year.

LIEUT.-GENERALTHEHON.E.T.GAGE,C.B.,
entered the army December 19th, 1844. He
served in the Kastern Campaign of 1854-5,
as Brigade-Major, R.A., and was present at
the affair of Bulganac and McKenzie’s Farm ;
the battles of Alma, Balaclava, and Inker-
man; capture of Balaclava ; siege and fall
of Sebastopol (medal with four clasps,
brevets of Major and Lieut.-Col., Sardinian
and Turkish medals, 5th class of the Medjidie
and C.B.); was also present with the Turkish
Army under Omar Pasha during the
operations at Rustchuk and Giurgevo in the
summer of 1854, and received the gold
medal for the Campaign on the Danube
awarded by the Turkish Government. He
died at Folkestone, on the 22nd May, 1889,
aged 63 years.

MAJOR-GENERAL C. B. BRACKENBURY
joined the regiment in December, 1850. He
served with distinction in the Crimea and
was successively employed on the staff as
Asst.-Instructor in Artillery at the R.M.
Academy, Asst.-Director of Artillery Studies,
D.-A.-A.-G. in the Intelligence Department,
Superintending Officer of Garrison Instruc-
tion, Asst.-Director of Military Education,
Superintendent Royal Gunpowder Factory,
and Director of the Artillery College.

Major-General C. B. Brackenbury’s name
is well known in connection with many of
our most valuable works on Military Science.
He died suddenly on 20th June, 1890,
whilst travelling between Woolwich and
London.

GENERAL A.T. PHILLPOTTS, Colonel-
Commandant, R.A.,, a son of the late
Dr. H. Phillpotts, Lord Bishop of Exeter,
joined the Royal Artillery, June 21st, 1834.
He served in the Crimean Campaign from
June to September, 1855, including the
siege and fall of Sebastopol (medal with
clasp, 5th Class of the Medjidie, and Turkish
medal. He also received the Syrian medal
of 1841. He died at Launceston, on the
2nd September, 1890, aged 75 years.
