The following explosives are at present* authorised for manufacture in 
or importation into the United Kingdom. 
Notes

than an explosive permitted by the Ministry of Power. Such

(4) For shipping purposes, X and Y above are category B, Z and ZZ 

must be shipped as category C. Certain military explosives in 
shipping category B if stowed with items belonging to category C 
must themselves be reckoned as category C whilst on the vessel. 

UN Classification 
The List now includes, wherever possible, the United Nations Classifi­
cation and compatibility grouping, and the following notes relate to 
these entries. 
(1) General. It is somewhat difficult with trade products to give an exact 

equivalent in the UN List and in a number of cases therefore the 
entry has been arbitrarily chosen from 2 or more possibilities. This 
does not affect the Compatibility Group or the Division and Sub­
division within the Class. 

(2) In some cases UN entries correspond to hazards different from those 
in U.K. list, and the UN Division quoted will indicate this.

(3) In some cases there are no equivalents available in UN List. These 

cases are marked accordingly.

CLASS 3. NITRO-COMPOUND 
The term 'nitro-compound' means any chemical compound possessed of 
explosive properties, or capable of combining with metals to form an 
explosive compound, which is produced by the chemical action of nitric acid 
(whether mixed or not with sulphuric acid) or of a nitrate mixed with 
sulphuric acid upon any carbonaceous substance, whether such compound 
is mechanically mixed with other substances or not. 
Every explosive in this Class and every explosive ingredient thereof 
shall be so thoroughly purified and otherwise of such character as to 
satisfy a test known as the Heat Test, and specified in a Memorandum 
signed by a Government Inspector and dated the 2nd February, 1914. 
Every blasting explosive in this Class, in which ammonium nitrate, 
sodium nitrate, sodium chloride or nitro-glycol are used as ingredients, 
shall be contained in cartridge wrappers or cases (or in 5 Ib inner 
packages) made thoroughly waterproof with melted paraffin wax or 
other suitable waterproofing material. 
Blasting explosives in this class marked'S' may be sheathed on the 
outside of the cartridge but not at the ends with an approved heathing 
material. The outer wrapper of any sheathed cartridge shall be 
sufficiently strong to prevent the escape of any of the sheathing material 
when the cartridge is submitted to the jolting test. If firepr nog 
material is used for the outer wrapper it must not interact in any way 
with the sheathing material. Provided that when sodium bicarbonate is 
used as a sheathing material the cartridge shall be thoroughly water­
proofed with paraffin wax or a mixture of ceresine and r sin . 
The nitro-compound class has two divisions . 

Division 1 
Division 1 comprises the following explosives and any chemical compound 
or mechanically mixed preparation which consists either wholly or partly 
of nitro-glycerine or of some other liqUid nitro-compound. 
Every explosive in this Division shall be of such character and con­
sistency as not to be liable to liquefaction or exudation. 
Every blasting explosive in this Division, other than those manufactured 
exclusively for export, shall be capable of passing the following non­
freezing test, viz:-the explosive after being kept at a temperature of 
-10°C for 12 hours, seeded with frozen nitro-glycerine and then 
maintained at a temperature of -10°C for a period of 10 days, shall not 
show any signs of being frozen. 

An explosive in this Division which is required to be issued in water­
proof inner packages may be exempted from such requirement by special 
authority, when and so long as the conditions of such authority are 
observed.
